At your request, Public School Facilities Authority (PSFA) visited the referenced property on March 23, 2016. The purpose
of the visit was to conduct an adequacy analysis, facility condition assessment and change of occupancy analysis of the
property that is proposed to house The Willow Springs Academy, an applicant state chartered school.

This assessment was performed to see if this facility meets statewide adequacy standards for charter schools pursuant to
22-20-1 NMSA 1978. In accordance with this statute, PSFA shall grant approval if (1) the facility meets applicable
provisions of the Statewide Adequacy Standards pursuant to the Public School Capital Outlay Act, or if the building can be
brought into compliance with those standards within a reasonable time and at a reasonable cost and that the money and
resources to do so are available to the requestor; and (2) the subject facility gamers a weighted New Mexico Condition
Index (WNMCI) score that is at least equal to the average score for all New Mexico public school facilities for the year in
which the request is made.

The original purpose of this facility was to house a bank. It was constructed in 1985. It second occupant was Highland
University. Both the Bank and the University are classified by the currently adopted building code as “Business
Occupancies”. The facility is currently unoccupied and appears to be in good condition. Prior to occupancy Willow Springs
Academy would need to obtain a change of occupancy. Facilities occupied by children, K-12 are required to obtain an
Educational Occupancy prior to occupancy.

The Public School Capital Outlay Council has waived many of the requirements of the Statewide Adequacy Standards for
charter schools in recognition of the fact that charter schools, by their very nature, deliver education in a non-traditional
manner. As such, this analysis is based only on those areas of the Standards that have not been waived; general classroom
space and life health safety.

The facility itself (brick and motor) is in good condition. However there is not enough general classroom space for 140
students. This facility is short 716 nsf. Per our discussion, it is our understanding that you will have 140 students in this facility
for the first year, and will relocate to a different building in your second year. The Public Education Commission approved
charter cap is 200. With 140 students in this facility your wWNMCl is 58.92%. The current average is 18.98%.

Prior to occupancy of this facility the school would have to prepare an 18 month plan of correction to bring the wNMCI to
below or meet the statewide average as well as a plan to obtain the required change of occupancy.
