FINAL RECOMMENDATION OF THE CHARTER SCHOOL DIVISION
Gilbert L. Sena Charter High School is an example of a strong charter school due to their commitment and implementation of a strategic continuous improvement system that has made a documented impact on student and organizational performance.  GLSCHS offers a unique, non-traditional learning environment that allows for multiple learning experiences through a combination of computer-based and teacher-directed instruction. Core content classes are delivered via standards-based, computer-aided instructed classes, offline assignments, and teacher facilitated classes designed to emphasize collaboration, questioning, and critical thinking.  All stakeholders emphasized that the school’s strengths was its ability to personalize instruction for each individual student. This unique blend of technology and individualized student programs makes GLSCHS a model of best practice for education in the 21st Century.

Recommendation:  GLSCHS has demonstrated in their renewal application and at the school site visit that they have made substantial progress toward achievement of department minimum educational standards and of student performance standards identified in the charter application, organizational/governance legal and material compliance, and has met generally accepted standards of fiscal management.  Therefore, the CSD recommends that GLSCHS’ renewal application be approved by the New Mexico Public Education Commission for a five year term
