FINAL RECOMMENDATION OF THE CHARTER SCHOOL DIVISION
New America School – New Mexico (NAS-NM) is a SAM school (Supplemental Accountability Model) that offers a flexible and meaningful educational model to a diverse population that includes: non-traditional students, English Language Learners (ELL), academically underserved students, immigrant teenagers and adults, and those who want to return to school to complete a high school program of study and earn a certified diploma.  

While snapshot data analysis, available via the School Grading Report, makes it difficult to see this SAM school achieving academic success, success is visible in various growth measures identified within the Report Card.

Recommendation:  New America School- New Mexico has demonstrated in its renewal application and at the school site visit that it has made substantial progress toward achievement of departmental minimum educational standards, organizational/governance, legal and material compliance, and has met generally accepted standards of fiscal management.  Therefore, the CSD recommends that New America School- New Mexico’s renewal application be approved by the New Mexico Public Education Commission for a five year term.
