	Brady follows complicated routines and high level expectations for behavior.  However, he does not utilize these skills to interact in classroom activities and interactions with more than one age level peer at a time.  This peer gives unconditional support and is a peer who also attends the same childcare center.   He does utilize turn taking and engages in cooperative play in his kindergarten setting still shys away from any fine and gross motor skill activities.  
When an activity requires large muscle motor planning or coordination for games indoor and outdoor, Brady will decline to participate.  
He joins in conversations with his peers at snack time and learning center time. 

Accepts guidance and support from classroom and school personnel when appropriate and actively seeks support from adults when needed.
Brady plays alone, with adults, or watches other children most of the time when motor activities are required.

	Accomplished for K (First steps for Grade 1) with accommodations.
· Follows multi‐step oral directions in a series of unrelated sequences of action independently, without prompting between steps.
· Converses effectively by listening and speaking through five or more exchanges. Expresses ideas clearly and completely, using longer, complex sentences, articulating the idea, experience or event.  Communication is  significantly compromised when paired with motor movements as his concentration must move to navigating his motor movements 
· Has an understanding of vocabulary that distinguish shades of meaning such as talk/whisper/scream or among other adjectives such as tiny, small, little.

· Clarify the meaning of multiple meaning words such as fly, bat, can, bark, stamp, and sink.
· Can describe the story with at least 3 key details about the character’s personalities, events, supporting details. 

· Can predict what event he thinks will come next.

· Understands beginning, middle and end.

· Can give evidence of his thinking from the story.
· He understands basic idioms such as “Actions speak louder than words “or “That costs an arm and a leg”.
· Is beginning to write using basic beginning, middle, and ending sounds in simple words.  His expressive ability is much higher without motoric movement.
· Recognizes and generates rhyming words to make up funny stories and songs he teaches to his peers.
· Identifies and know the sounds of all upper and lower case letters and can read up to 40 sight words, all peer names, and can sound out 50% of CVC words.  He uses these skills to take a leadership role during story time to read his peers.
· Can count to 35 and when given a number to 40 can counts that many objects and solves single digit problems to 10 to create high level dramatic play in multiple areas inside and outdoors.
· Composes simple shapes to form larger shapes.

· Participates in a variety of hands-on multisensory experiments with adult guidance. Uses observation and questioning skills in order to draw conclusions.

· Uses writing and crafting tools while needing adult support, visual task break down, or verbal guidance.
· He struggles using scissors to cut a line. He holds tools with too much pressure and hand tires easily with the effort. 
· Requires support 70% of the time in self-help situations that require fine motor skills either with adult help or utilizing adult verbal support.

· Maintains focus on a self‐selected task for 15 minutes at a time to complete tasks and activities, ignoring most distractions or returning to activities, but may call on adults for support. ***SEE OT/PT summary.

	Brady has mastered basic self-help skills including dressing with Velcro fasteners, feeding with specialized utensils, toileting with adult support, and grooming with the help of picture sequence cards. He has difficulty with motor planning skills. His muscle weakness, decreased endurance, and asymmetry compromise his ability to progress motorically and to safely negotiate his school and home environment.

	Observed over a 4 wk. Period in Sept. 2017
	Brady’s stumbling and falling causes numerous incidents of bodily injury and harm as well as interfering with his ability to access and play on playground equipment.

	Observed over a 4 wk. Period in Sept. 2017
	Brady’s articulation during movement activities occasionally interferes with his ability to tell others what he wants & needs. Oral motor skills deteriorate significantly during motor activities.

	Brady’s peers and the teacher give him support to move around the classroom environment and outdoors.  Brady utilizes his language skills to tell what he needs such as taping down his paper so he can paint, or asking to swing outside.  Brandy tires easily during motor driven tasks, however, he is comfortable asking for someone to put a straw in his drink, asking to sit and watch others play in an activity while cheering them on.
