Mission: Within a structured and ambitious school community, driven by high-quality instruction
and intensive academic supports, Albuquerque Collegiate Charter School educates all students
for college graduation and life success.

Albuquerque Collegiate opened in 2018 serving 35 students in grades K-1, adding a grade a year
until it served 147 students in grades K-4 in 2021-22. The school’s model focuses on four
components: an extended school day, a low student-to-teacher ratio (15:1) with two teachers
in all kindergarten through 2nd grade classrooms, additional instructional time for reading and
math, and a coaching and professional development program for staff. The school provides a
highly structured environment for their scholars, which is how students are referred to in order
to emphasize academic achievement.
